ettled in the Last Mountain Hills is the friendly town of Strasbourg. The earliest settlers came to this area in 

1884 and the area became known for its rich agricultural soil and ample land for pastures. The town 

has a rich cultural and historical background, originating with the German pioneers who settled the area.  The 

townôs name was originally spelled óStrassburgô ï Strass meaning óstreetô or óroadô and Burg meaning ótown.ô The 

spelling was changed to the French óStrasbourgô in 1919. In 1905, the rail line was laid as far as Strasbourg which 

caused the town to grow rapidly over the next two years. The town was incorporated in 1907. 

 

Strasbourg and area has a hardworking, dedicated group of people who take an active role volunteering their time 

in the many community organizations that support our recreation, culture and tourism industry. Only a few 

initiatives are mentioned within this profile. 

 
Strasbourg & District Farmerôs Market: Strasbourg & District Farmerôs Market has lots to offer from home baking, 

fresh farm eggs, to sewing and crafts. Markets are held the second Saturday of each month March through December at 

the Wildlife Hall. 

 
Strasbourg and District Museum: The museum is open on a seasonal basis and located in the former CPR station. 

The museum hosts an Old Fashioned Christmas ï in August!, as well as an annual German Family Day with 

entertainment, Weiner Schnitzel, hands on creation of homemade bread, butter, and apple jelly.

Only 20 minutes away from Strasbourg is one of the 

biggest natural beaches in southern Saskatchewan. 

Swimming, parasailing, or trolling for trophy walleye are 

some of the seasonal options open to residents and 

visitors to our community.  

The Last Mountain Lake National Wildlife Area was 

established in 1887 and this bird sanctuary at the north end 

of the lake is the oldest in North America. Whitetail and 

mule deer also abound on the native prairie hiking trail at 

the park.

Strasbourg is proud to provide a variety of urban amenities in the heart of the 

Last Mountain Valley. 

 
The Last Mountain Housing Association provides a senior citizens’ residence 

which delivers of enriched living at an affordable price. The units are available to 

people 55 years of age or older who have an income not in excess of $41,000 per 

year. A life lease payment is required along with an affordable monthly rent. 

 

The Last Mountain Pioneer Home is a long term care facility which provides 

room and board, care and supervision to elders in the area hosting 43 beds. 

 

The Strasbourg Housing Authority provides low cost seniors housing for those of 

moderate income.
